How To Write A Book-Space Post

Part I: Book Hook (1 paragraph) More than a simple summary, this "Book Hook" has two tasks to complete

1)   Share with the reader a general statement about the book you are describing.
Example: Eragon is a fantasy novel filled with dragons, magic and incredible mysteries waiting to be unraveled.


2) Choose at least three SPECIFIC details from the novel that would give the reader a good idea of what they are about to read without giving anything away

Possible details: 
Main character/s: Who are the main characters?, what makes them unique
Setting: Where does the book take place and what is unique about the setting
Plot: What problem/s do the main characters face?


Part II: Your Review (1-2 paragraphs) More than just an opinion, this section of the review shares how the book succeeded or failed in your opinion backed up by strong details.

1) Share your opinion of the book
Example: Eragon by was one of the best fantasy books I have ever picked up
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	The book-hook and/or  writer’s opinion are not present or are not well supported.
	The book-hook and writer’s opinion are present and are supported with 1 specific detail or less per section.
	The book-hook and writer’s opinion are present and are supported with 2 specific details per section.
	The book-hook and writer’s opinion are present and are supported with at least 3 specific details per section.



2) Choose at least 3 SPECIFIC details to support your opinion

Possible details: 
What made certain character/s stand out to you in the story in a good or bad way? 
What did you like or hate about the plot?
Did the book keep you excited? Why or why not?
